· What are the laws that pertain to the Kennewick Man case? 

· Read and understand the law(s) used by each claimant.  What is the meaning of the laws that each claimant is using to support right to possess the bones?

· How do you arrive at a fair and legal decision as to who gets the bones based on the law?

· What information about the laws do members of  your team need to understand? 

· Who will get the bones and who will not? You will lead your team through the decision-making process to decide who gets the bones.  Remember the decision needs to be based on fair and legal evidence.

· Your Job: Write THREE parts of the legal brief:

· THE TITLE

· THE LAW

· THE DECISION OF THE COURT
