Teams of 4-5 students will collaborate with one another to complete the following:

· Library and internet research of the selected body system

· Fill in the basic outline that has been provided by defining and describing the structures and functions of the system.  Explain all scientific terms so other students can understand them.

· Create an original life sized chart of the human body that locates and depicts the major points of interest for your system (as much in 3D as possible)

· Present the outline and chart as a group to the class each person is responsible for his/her part of the system presentation and chart illustrations.

· Provide 5 test questions that highlight what all 8th graders need to remember about your groups system
