Basic rules for print and electronic sources

The LA system of in-text citations, which depends heavily on authors' names and
page numbers, was created in the early 13805 with print sources in mind. Because
some of taday's electranic sources have unelear authorship and lack page numbers,
they present a special challenge. Nevertheless, the basic rules are the same far both
print and slectronic sources.

The models in this section (items 1-5) show how the MLA system ususlly works and

explain what to do if your source has no author or page numbers.

1. Author named in a signal phrase

MLA in-text citations are made with a cambinatin of signal phrases and
parenthetical references. A signal phrase indicates that samething taken from a
source (such as a quotation, summary, paraphrase, or fact) is about to be used;

usualy the signal phrase includes the authar's name. The parenthetical reference, MLA lst of works cited
which comes after the cited material, normally includes at least a page number. In MLA information notes
the follawing example, the elements of the in-text citation are shown In red. MLA manuscript format

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Oodles of Doodles


	Since the dawn of psychology, art has been used as a key to understanding human behavior.  Freud thought geometric forms were sexually symbolic, and he used his patients' drawings in their treatments.  Modern psychotherapists use doodles to help them understand their clients' subconscious feelings.

How to Make Sense of Your Doodles


	Horizontal lines suggest a more assertive personality.  Lots of curves and circular shapes may mean the doodler is an accepting person, while straight or rigid lines suggest--you guessed it--a straight, rigid, probably stubborn person.  Unusually large doodles that take up an entire page are typically done by "show-offs" who may have, you'll be happy to know, a large inferiority complex.  Unusually small doodles scrunched into a corner of the paper may mean the doodler is depressed or feels lonely.  What you doodle, such as flowers and lines, often tells a great deal about your past, your personality and your emotions (Fuller 240).  
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	Flowers.  When you doodle them repeatedly, you have a love of beauty and may be searching for love.  Small buds show potential for growth; full opened flowers mean you’re highly developed.  A rose suggests someone who is looking for perfection and the mystery of life; but its thorns stand for pain and the wounds of love.


	Lines.  Jagged lines say that you’re feeling quite edgy and/or angry.  Pauling states that if lines are doodled around another form, you’re looking for revenge; if doodled inside another form, you are trying to contain your anger (74).


More Hidden Meanings


	In addition to flowers and lines, many other symbols have hidden meanings.  Here are some more:


The dollar sign is doodled by almost everyone—those who make lots of money and those who wish they did.


A boat on a calm sea suggests security; a boat in a storm indicates some anxiety over relationships.


A chain is the sign of unity and bonding.  If the chain is unbroken, you’re feeling “together” but somewhat restricted.  If it’s broken, you want to break free.


Circles are a symbol of reality, love, and playfulness.  If you fill circles with designs, shapes, or faces, you are an interesting, creative person who’s filled with ideas (Webber 21). 
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
